During this academic year between August 2015 and January 2016, the Antioch Church Fam-
tly has been blessed to assist 38 students in their post secondary education endeavors with
expenditures totaling $28,000. The recipients included 18 high school graduating seniors and
20 college sophomores, juniors, and seniors.
